Method for Installation of Remote Control
Battery

Remove the battery compartment cover and insert
two AAA (No. 7, 1.5V) batteries; make sure the polarity
of the batteries is in compliance with the polarity mark
"+"and "-" in the battery compartment of the remote
control.

Precautions for using the remote control

@® The remote control should be pointed at the
remote control sensor during operation. An object
placed between the remote control and the remote
control sensor may impede normal operation.
