USB mode-FLASH DRIVE ONLY

The soundbar is compatible with USB flash drives up to 64GB in size and can play MP3 and
WAV audio files directly. Simply insert a compatible drive into the USB port on the back of
the soundbar and the soundbar will automatically switch to USB mode and play the first
compatible track. The media controls on the remote control can be used to play, pause and
navigate between tracks on the flash drive and the LED display will indicate the current
track time.

USB repeat mode (also accessed via the remote control) enables single track repeat (ONE),
all track repeat (ALL). The media player also has a memory function that will recall and
continue from the last-played point when a USB flash drive that has previously been used
with the soundbar is reinserted.

However, they may be re-linked if no sound coming from the mic.

If the connection is unsucessful, please follow the steps below to
connect manually.

1.Keep the sound bar in standby mode.

2.Long press and hold the AFC button for around 8 seconds,

it will display “PA” on the mic and flash. Then turn on the sound bar,
and wait for about 5 seconds, they will enter to pairing mode.

This product is equipped with 2 microphones.

Short press the "v+CH+" button on the microphone to increase the volume
on the microphone. Short press the "V-CH -" button on the microphone
to decrease the volume on the microphone. Alternatively, press

the "Volume+-" button in the KTV area of the remote control to adjust the
volume on the speaker .

Long press and hold the "v+/CH+" button or "V-/CH-"button on the
microphone to switch the mic transmission channels to choose suitable
frequency and avoid interference.

The speaker has three built-in microphone effects, KTV/professional/
original.

Short press the remote control KTV Area "Effect+-" allows you to adjust
the reverb effect of the current sound effect mode.

Short press the remote control KTV area " éf ", and the microphone will
enter a mute state. Short press again to exit.

Short press the remote control "accompaniment”, and the soundbar will
activate the vocal cancellation function. Short press again to return.

Replacing the microphone battery

1.Rotate the bottom of the microphone counterclockwise,
unscrew the battery compartment cover, and remove the
old battery.

2. Insert one 18650 battery with the correct polarity (+/-) as
instructed.

3. Cover the battery compartment back and rotate the
microphone clockwise to secure it back in place.



Playing Bluetooth devices

Bluetooth

1. Use either the buttons on the Soundbar or the "BT" button on the remote to activate BT mode.
Press the BT button for 3 seconds on the remote to manually enter pairing mode or pair to a new
device. The Flashing BT LED indicator will indicate that you are in Bluetooth mode.

2. Go to the Bluetooth function on your phone or other device and select " AN-SP170 "

3. You will hear a tone when successfully paired, and the BT will stop flashing.

Notes:

« If your Bluetooth device is switched off or manually disconnected, the sound bar will
automatically enter pairing mode.

+ The disconnected device will be re-connected once you re-enter the wireless range (50 ft).
